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Public art can be evident, permanent, and unmistakable as an art experience, but it can 
also be very subtle, short-lived, or seamlessly integrated into one’s understanding of  a 
place. Art can be a catalyst to create change and energy. Light Up MidTown is a special 
installation that can bring a new identity to the 13th Streetscape. It’s a reimagination of  
this part of  our community that attracts more attention and investment in the area.

Light Up MidTown is an example of  how a community can come together and use art as 
an important and integrated role in planning and development. Putting art in the center 
of  how we can develop our community can enhance our lives and inspire us to look 
beyond what we believe to be possible, create awareness, and imagine a more vibrant, 
exciting future.  
 
The permanent and temporary artworks curated in this public-space exhibition are 
installed in the façade of  buildings along the 13th Street corridor from 10th to 13th 
Street. There are five permanent murals and 11 temporary two-dimensional and 
three-dimensional works placed along the four blocks of  the street.  As a curator, I am 
interested in how these artists can reimagine each storefront, building walls, or interior 
façade. I am eager to see how they reimagine the history and future of  the area. We have 
invited regional and local artists to participate in this project. Many of  the local artists are 
current Columbus State University art students. Some works can only be seen at night, 
murals that will liven the streetscape, woven paintings, bright vinyl designs, video 
projections, skateboard art, and more.
